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Founded in 1996, Pukyong University is a national university located in Busan, South Korea. Its motto is
"OOOOOOOO  Syhich means "the future is in our hands", and its mascot is the "white whale". The most
well-known faculties are the College of Aquatic Sciences and the College of Environmental
Oceanography, and many students from Southeast Asia and Africa have chosen the university for their
master's and doctoral degrees. There are two campuses of Pukyong University, namely "Daewon Campus"
and "Yongdang Campus", both of which have an area of over 100,000 ping, and the campus of this
exchange and the student dormitory are located in "Daewon Campus". Pukyong University is a convenient
and well-connected place to live, and it takes less than half an hour to get to famous attractions in Busan,
such as Gwangan Bridge, Haewundae, Gamcheon Cultural Village, Woolloo Island Skywalk, and Busan
Diamond Tower.

While I was an exchange student in Korea, I only took two courses, "Current issues on Korean Society 11"
and "Basic Korean". I love "Current issues on Korean Society II" the most because I could quickly
understand the current situation of Korean society and the common values of Korean people. In addition, I
was able to interact with exchange students from different countries and share the cultural differences
between my own country and Korea, which was very rewarding and eye-opening. About the club
activities, [ want to say if you want to get to know other exchange students or Korean people quickly, you
must join this club. The club sometimes offers various online and offline activities, such as taking pictures
and punching cards to win prizes or sports events. Another club to join is the "Football Club", which is a
group of international students, mostly from Southeast Asia and Africa, who are very enthusiastic. The
reason | join this club is weight reduction.

About the specific benefits, I think there are the following points: (1) Improve the level of Korean, so that
you can do simple shopping and order food. (2) Improve your English, so you can easily carry out daily
conversations and discuss class topics with your classmates. (3) Get to know many famous Korean brands
such as KIRSH, Abib, LOTTE, SPAO, SK, etc. (4) Learn the marketing strategies of Korean brands, such
as using celebrity endorsement or labeling products with sales ranking. (5) Understand the differences in
life between Taiwan and Korea, such as the popularity of credit cards and the arrangement of New Year's
Eve events. (6) Analyze the reasons why Korean people are generally in good shape, such as more stairs,
more sports facilities, houses on the hillside, love of coffee, fewer late-night restaurants, fewer breakfast
restaurants, and fast-food restaurants closing early.

About the reflections, I think that this exchange trip has given me a lot of benefits, from unfamiliarity at
the beginning, to finally I can confidently say that "Korea Free Tour is a piece of cake". However, at
certain moments (such as sending parcels or paying health insurance premiums), I still need to ask for help
from friends who speak Korean, and I am grateful to them. In the future, if [ have the chance, I would like
to go to Korea for a working vacation, and I would like to visit cities other than Busan, such as Jeonju,
Seoul or Daegu, in order to learn more about the people and things in Korea!
